Work Request # 2402161 – Research Parcels on/not on the Prelim map
Previous meetings were with John Smallberries, Jean Valjean, and Jon Bigbooty.

The question is why some parcels in the GIS layer are not there that should be there and why some parcels on the GIS layer are there that shouldn‘t be there.  This is not just a one time problem but is a continual problem throughout the year.

I gave Rick Stick several examples of 29 parcels that are new to VTRU and have a date of more than 120 days old are not on the prelim map.  I also gave Rick Stick several samples of 12 parcels that are on the prelim map and should not be there.  Rick does a cross check each year and is currently doing one now.  He is looking into this problem and will get back with us by the 16th of January 2009.  Rick Stick is looking at the problem and may do some cross checking several times during the year instead of just at the end of each year.
